PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE  

Hello Fellow TOOFAR members,  

Well hello again, the July general meeting will be a very important 
meeting. Our speaker will be Mr. Sullivan, the Executive Director of the 
Withlacoochee Regional Water Supply Authority. If you have been 
reading the Citrus County Chronicle you know that WRWSA is 
conducting a regional assessment of available water supplies and the 
demands on water in Citrus, Hernando, Marion and Sumter Counties, 
the four areas it serves. He said the new regional well field would 
provide water to more than one county and that piping water across 
county lines would not be considered a transfer.  

"It doesn't meet the legal definition of water transfer, because it's in the 
same basin," he said, referring to the Withlacoochee River Basin. In 
later statements, Mr. Sullivan stated that this might not be the time to 
implement the program. Well, as far as most of us are concerned, NO 
time will be a good time. Now, I feel no ill will to Mr. Sullivan and that is 
why we have invited him to explain this concept at our meeting.  

At the August Meeting we will have Mr. Dave Moore (the headman) at 
water management as our speaker to discuss the water shortage the 
entire state and most of the country is experiencing. There will be a 
question and answer portion for each of these professionals. Now 
folks .... these two meetings will be some of the most important ones 
that deal with our goals and objectives, so please attend and tell 
everyone you know to attend.

Joyce doesn't 
think we have the water the county is saying we have. If the 
building keeps going on the springs will be destroyed.  

A discussion followed regarding water resources and man-
agement and the fact that there are people in the county who 
turn on taps and have no water. How can anyone consider 
putting in a regional well when we don't know what our own 
needs are? We can't keep developing until the minimum flow 
levels are in place. They've been stalled since 1972.

THE CATCHING REPORT

Hello Fellow Fisherman,  

Well we have survived the first hurricane of the season. Alberto stayed far enough out in the Gulf that wind 
damage was minimal, but the high tides and storm surge produced much flooding along the coast.  

On the Salt:  
Alberto didn't help the hook & line anglers at all. Fishing was steadily improving before the storm but the 

rough weather scattered the bait pods and sent bait shrimp into deep water. The few places that had bait shrimp 
for sale were getting top dollar for them.   
Today is July 1, and the Gulf waters are back to normal with the return of the bait. Some bigger tarpon and 

snook are being boated out of Homosassa. Trout, along with a few pompano, are being taken on Cajun rigs. Red 
fish have returned to the skinny water where artificial baits are the rule.  
Scallop season opens July 1 and runs through Sept. 10. Be sure you know and follow the rules and regulations 

for this activity because law enforcement officers will be very visible. A survey taken in late June said there are 
fewer scallops than last year, but that could change quickly as the season progresses.  

Getting Fresh:  
Alberto did not help our lakes very much. We may have gained a two or three inch rise in water level on 

Lake Henderson. We still need a lot more rain before we are even close to normal.  
Al Grubman said he is doing his share of catching but nothing to brag about. Greg Schmukal is in the same boat, 

catching his share but no bragging fish. By the way, I'm in that boat too. One person who isn't in that boat is Rob 
Schmidt. It seems Hernando Lake went nuts just as the weather surrounding Alberto struck. Rob landed about 25 
bass in a very short time, with several in the 5 to 7 lb. range.  
This is not all that uncommon. In the warmer weather a rapidly falling barometer brought on by a tropical 

depression or hurricane will often result in a feeding frenzy. This very same thing happened to me on Moon 
Lake in Pasco County many years ago just before a hurricane struck. You feel like you're in fishing heaven.  
Catchin' on Lake Pan is holding up well. Good numbers of keepers are being reported along with many big fish 

in the 7 to 10 lb. range.  

Well folks that's all I have for you this time. I wish you blue skies and tight lines, Jerry's gone fishin'.
