HILITES OF THE OCTOBER MEETING

Thanks to Cindy and Bob Baldwin for the delicious 
baked treats.   
  
Greg Schmukal opened the meeting with the Pledge 
and a prayer.  He welcomed our visitors and read our 
mission statement.  Minutes of meetings are available 
online and in the office for review at any time.   The 
Treasurer’s report was read and accepted.   
 
Greg introduced our speaker, Senator Nancy Argen-
ziano calling her the “Water Lady.”  She co-sponsored 
the “Local Sources First” bill that helped us reach a 
temporary truce with water transfer proponents.   
 
Nancy’s history with TOOFAR goes back to our early 
years when Frank Julian and Frank Robinson formed 
TF.  Way back then, Nancy warned them about the 
people coming to take our water.    
 
The threats of the Council of 100 were meet head-on 
by the Senator and TOOFAR at the landmark  
Chiefland meeting.  Over 2000 people showed up  
and shut the Council of 100 down.  
 
Nancy stated that the best part of her job is getting to 
see the people at home and tell them what went on in 
the last session, what’s been done and what needs to 
be done.   
 
Last Session – passed more tort reform (legal reform).  
There aren’t many “frivolous” lawsuits now.  Most 
judges are throwing the cases out. 
 
Intangible tax got repealed.  It targeted the rich but 
also punished senior citizens  by taxing savings that 
had already been taxed.     
 
Nancy alerted the membership regarding several is-
sues to keep an eye on:  Telecom bill and rate hikes;  
tax dollars pay for a public council and this role needs 
to be examined;  Medicaid expenditure is at an all time 
high; Medicaid fraud is a major issue and Charlie 
Christ brought back 10 fold what it cost to have him 
go after this fraud. 
 
Nancy is proudest of the Jessica Lunsford bill that was 
passed without party hassles and is model legislation.

25 years for crimes against children.  Now there is a 
stop sign in Florida, don’t come here.  
 
Eminent domain – Many states have older homes and 
can’t raise the taxes on them.  Big companies want the 
area for a store and ask to have eminent domain so that 
a bigger tax base could be created for the county/state.   
This isn’t going to happen in Florida.

Hello Fellow Fishermen, I hope these words find you happy and healthy. Here it is Oct. 29 and the 
afternoon temp is 76 degrees. It appears that summer’s death grip is easing and fall weather is on 
the way. Let’s hope the El Nino event materializes as predicted by the NOAA weather experts. We 
sure need the rain. 
 
On the Salt:  
    Capt. Walt Mitchell (A Best Bet Fishing Charter) was kind enough to share the following informa-
tion with us. Good numbers of trout and red are being taken in the Homosassa and Crystal River 
area. He suggests fishing the first hour of the out going tides for your best results. Some nice cobia 
and mackerel are also being boated. The Chassahowitzka area seems to be the best place for 
snook. Look for them in Crawford Creek and around Jones Island. A cold night will chase them into 
the Chassahowitzka river springs where they should be easier to target. He also mentioned the tar-
pon in the Crystal River. Some in the 200 pound range have been spotted. Cold weather will also 
push these fish into the warmer spring water. 
 
Getting Fresh:  
    Rob Schmidt working the Hernando lakes is catching a few small bass when he can keep the bait 
away from the pickerel and mud fish. Rob says the few specs being caught are of good size. Al 
Grubman and Greg Schmukal are also doing fair on Henderson. Greg did land a six and a half 
pound bass earlier this month. “Fair” is the word Bud Andrews used to describe his fishing lately. He 
did pose one question to me; “Have you seen or heard of any schooling bass on Henderson”? Good 
question because this lake in years past was famous for schooling bass. 
 
Well folks now you know everything I know. I wish you blue skies and tight lines, Jerry’s gone fishin’.
