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PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE

The following is a note transmitting the letter rep roduced below that was sent by Al to the
Chronicle: At our last meeting the TOO FAR Board of Directors voted to oppose the Sun-
coast Il extension to the existing tollway. Shortl y thereafter | received the attached letter
from a member expressing the predominant opinion of the board and relating it to our his-
toric water concerns. Request publication. Thank you, Al Grubman President TOO FAR

Dear Sir,

It appears that the Florida Department of Transport  ation and our Citrus County Commission
are in a race with the U. S. Congress for wasteful ~ spending of hard earned dwindling tax-
payer dollars. At last count a figure of one and a third billion dollars has been projected as
the cost of constructing the twenty six mile Suncoa st Parkway Il extension through Citrus
County. That equates to fifty six million dollars cost per mile and that is a staggering use of
taxpayer money.

Developers and builders are for this Parkway becaus e it offers more opportunity for growth
which benefits their endeavors. Many county reside nts are opposed to this avenue for urban
sprawl. With the exception of Joyce Valentino, the  ir reasons and protests have fallen on
deaf ears of our county commissioners. Normal growt h will occur even if the Parkway never
comes through. We don’t need growth speeded along.

During the past four years the Florida State Legisl  ature has allocated less than $250,000 for
the restoration of our Citrus County Waterways. The Citrus Waterways Restoration Council
Task Force has identified numerous needs for our fr esh water lakes and rivers and recently
our west coast waterways. The legislature constantl y refuses to approve the funds requested
by the Task Force citing the budget crunch the Stat e is experiencing. Does this sound a little
like our do nothing Congress? With this budget crun ch it seems odd that one state depart-
ment is pushing to spend fifty six million a mile f or a questionable toll road. Perhaps they
would be willing to doll out the amount of an extra mile to underwrite the necessary restora-
tion of our waterways. After all, doesn’t growth re guire quality water and lots of it? Oh, by
the way, guess who has to pay for the upkeep and ma  intenance of the proposed toll road -
Yep, you guessed it, the Citrus County tax payers.

Guest speaker — Rivard Reding water resources education/presenter for the Southwest Florida
Water Management District’s Crystal River/Kings Bay & Rainbow River Watershed Education.
Rivard gave a scientific discussion on the properties of water and its use in the environment and
then a history of the migration to Florida.

From the sky we get 150 billion gal of water, 26 billion from states above us every day. This is now
being reduced. 60% evaporates. So if we water plants in the heat of the day we loose more to
evaporation.

What can we do? Can each person help? In Florida a lot of people are involved in building, more
taxes, and more infrastructure. But we’ve been too successful, and infrastructure doesn’t keep up.
1900 people a day come in and 800 leave. In Florida any increase people increases water use.
Rivard complimented our group on working with the district to accomplish common goals. Listen to
what people are saying to see if we can work together.

Al — Rivard touched on builders and one of Al's jobs is opposing builders and developers. But in
our audience are two builders/realtors who work hard for our environment, Task Force members:
Sandra Closwig and Wayne Sawyer. Wayne would like to have Rivard talk to the Task Force to re-
store Flying Eagle. Our offer to clean it up for free was turned down.

Mirage, Cynthia Barnett is being brought to Citrus County by the environmental groups of Citrus
County, Feb. 5™ a Thursday night. Books will be for sale or bring yours and have it signed. During
Save our Waters Week there will be a political forum and TF is contributing books for the candi-
dates.

Directors gave short statements on a variety of things. Jan urged us to continue bringing dog & cat
food for the Meals on Wheels programs.

Greg announced that September 19" starts Save Our Waters week. Greg is Coordinator for East
Citrus County. Need someone for Floral City Pool. Will have picnic for those that work. Septem-
ber 19" there is a Dinner & Jeopardy Game. Tickets are $35. Also, there will be a silent auction.
Bullfrog drawing was won by Dr. Brian Frederick who donated the pot back to TOOFAR.

Small Bull, Bonnethead, Black
Tip and Spinner shark are everywhere. If it is too hot for you during the day, try some Snook at
night. Target any dock or sea wall with a light on it.
